John Spires gave the following report: 

“My report is again a short one

Firstly, I have to thank my colleagues on the executive committee for their help and hard work during the year.  Progress has been made on the rewriting of the constitution and we will try to complete this during the next year.

I was not able to attend the London show so for me Peterborough was again the only occasion I had in the UK to see overseas as well as UK exhibitors.  As I said last year we need to take advantage of every opportunity to enjoy shows like this.  If you don’t use them you’ll lose them. I did get to Dresden for the European Congress and from what I heard from traders from outside the EU, they are finding it more and more difficult to justify coming to Europe.  They’re simply not making enough profit when they come.  Please support all the shows you can.

I think we’re all looking forward to this year’s congress at Peterborough.  If you’ve not already registered please consider doing so; it’s your congress and needs your support.

As I prepare this report, we have still had no-one come forward to fill the position of Minutes Secretary. We really need someone to do this job; any other arrangement, such as having minutes taken by the secretary, is not really satisfactory and can only be temporary.  I have to say that if we cannot fill vacancies on the executive committee, the logical conclusion is that BOC has a shelf life of 3 to 4 years only.  Do you really want it to disappear?

Finally, many thanks again to all of you who manage to come to these meetings.”

Hon Treasurer’s Report

Iain Wright read the following report for the 2009 season:

“As this is my final end of year report as Treasurer, I will try to be brief but must start with two apologies.

The first is for the minor error in the copy of the Accounts that was circulated with the Agenda.  It was a trivial error that occurred in the process of rounding the figures to the nearest pound.  The Accounts which I present today report figures to the penny.  I recommend that we adopt this format in future years, avoiding this source of error and extra work for the Treasurer. 

For the second, you may remember that at the December meeting of Council, I noted that I had been late sending out invoices to our institutional members and there was a risk that some would not have enough time to pay their subscriptions before the year end.  This did happen for two them but I can report that both payments were received in January.  Ironically, one institution had posted a cheque to me on the 18th December but, for whatever reason to do with TNT and/or the Post Office, it did not reach me until 1st March.  By then a substitute cheque had been generated and paid in.

In all but one sense, the accounts are those of an unexceptional year.  Our subscription income is holding up well despite the loss of some member societies.  The usual expenditures are well within their normal ranges.  The one exception is our investment income.  To fall from just over £1200 in 2008 to £166 in 2009 is bad enough but if I tell you that £114 of the latter figure were received in March, you will start to understand the severity of the present financial situation.  I see little hope of interest rates returning to their 2008 levels in the next few years and we should not be surprised if we make losses similar to this year’s in future seasons.  This is not a problem.  We have good reserves.  At this rate of loss, they would last about a thousand years and that should be long enough for anyone.

There is in fact a second exceptional item to note, the receipt of the proceeds of the 2008 BOC Congress in Devon.  It was very good to see a Congress be such a financial success as well as being a ‘really good do’.  You will see from the figure under ‘Other expenses’ that we were able to avoid inflating our reserves still further by giving the usual £1000 fee to Devon Orchid Society for their efforts in organising the Congress and then donating the rest to the Rio Atlantic Forest Trust.  I suggest that this approach could be used in the future to deal with the proceeds of Congresses, always assuming we can reach agreement on who the external recipient should be.

I also note, with a small sigh of relief, that we do not need to lodge our 2009 accounts with the Charities Commission, something which would not be unusual in a year that we report Congress proceeds.  If either our total income or our total expenditure for the year exceeds £10,000, we have to do this.  In this case, the overall expenditure we have to report - £3,878.83 from the profit and loss account and £6106.89 from the Congress account – leaves us just £15 below the critical figure.

I do wish to thank Frances Manning who very kindly examined the accounts, a task she really does not relish. 

Finally, I have pleasure in recommending these accounts for acceptance by Council.”

Richard Fleming proposed that the Accounts be accepted; this was seconded by Max Hopkinson and accepted unanimously.  The Accounts, in the version circulated at the meeting, are appended to these Minutes.

European Orchid Council Report

Joyce Stewart reported that

“The annual meeting for 2009 took place in two parts, the first part in Dresden in September 2009 and the second in Vienna at the end of February 2010. 

Membership:

The Swiss Orchid Foundation, based in Basel, was accepted as a member. Rudolf Jenny is their delegate.

The Orchid Club Europe, a new organisation which is internet-based, was accepted as a member. Lutz Roellke will be their delegate.

There are now 24 country and institution members and seven Honorary Members, including three from UK - Philip Cribb, myself (Joyce Stewart) and now Dr. Henry Oakeley, who was elected an Honorary member last September.

Directors of the Board:

Rudolf Jenny and Johan Hermans were elected Directors of the Board of EOC. Prof. Franco Bruno (Italy), Rik Neirynck (Belgium) and Lutz Roellke (Germany) retired from the Board each having served for nine years or more without a break.

Secretary General:

In September Prof Franco Bruno indicated that he wished to retire from the position of Secretary General. There were three candidates for the position and after considerable discussion an election by secret ballot was held in February. The new Secretary General is Rudolf Jenny of Switzerland.

Prof Bruno also indicated that the Journal Caesiana, which has been the Scientific Journal of the EOC, has ceased publication. Both Die Orchidee, the journal of the DOG and The Orchid Review, the orchid journal of the RHS, presented a bid to become the EOC orchid journal in place of Caesiana. The Orchid Review was elected.

At the end of the meeting Rudolf Jenny had a short meeting with those Directors who were present to arrange the first meeting of the new Board. This will be held at Peterborough on 20 June 2010. 

The 2010 Annual meeting of EOC will be held in Budapest on 20 November, to coincide with a show organised by the Hungarian Orchid Society.”
