John Spires reported that to date DEFRA had not provided statistics on the number of applications made before and after the fee increases. (Item 5 CITES - BOC Minutes 14/03/2010)

4. Correspondence and Secretary’s Report

Richard Baxter reported as follows,

“Following my letter of thanks to the East of England Agricultural Society for the new Congress trophy which they have given to BOC, I received a warm response from the Chief Executive saying how delighted the Society was to be hosting the Congress and that their Society looked forward to welcoming our delegates from around the world.

Otherwise, the usual sundry irrelevant emails and junk mail continue to arrive, but I did received an unusual challenge from a gentleman in Australia who had been invited to a Garden Party at Buckingham Palace and sought a buttonhole of the State flower of Queensland – Dendrobium Phalaenopsis.  UK growers and amateurs failed me, but I recalled a specialist florist in the City of London which I used many years ago. I tracked down the new owners who agreed to source a plant, strip the flowers and deliver a buttonhole to my correspondent at his hotel, all for £22.  Subsequent feedback is that he was delighted.

I am pleased to be able to report that the internet link to the old BOC website which has confused people for many months has at last been redirected to our new site.

The Executive has not met during this period but I can report substantial progress towards the revision of the BOC Constitution.  Work has reached the stage where we need delegates to review the new document, so I intend circulating a copy to each delegate during the next few days asking for written responses to me by 30 September 2010. That will give delegates three clear months to discuss the document with their own organisations. Following receipt of comments, I expect to table a revised draft for full discussion at our December meeting with the intention of seeking formal approval and adoption subsequently at our AGM in March 2011. When the new Constitution has been agreed by the Council, it will be submitted to the Charity Commission for endorsement making it our legal governing instrument. 

The trophy inventory has been updated following the 2010 Congress. The only trophy which has been retained by the Secretary is the Cheltenham Cup, which was won by Asendorfer so it was thought wise for it to be retained in the UK.  There has been no trace of the Cotton trophy for several years. The award continues, but without the physical trophy. Looking through archived minutes it cannot be determined when and to whom the actual trophy was last presented.  During the coming months I shall investigate this more thoroughly, but meanwhile if anybody knows the whereabouts of the physical trophy (believed to be a metal salver or tray), the Hon. Secretary would be most grateful for any leads..

Still on the subject of trophies, and after receiving a comment from one of our more long standing delegates, I was minded to search through the minutes of past meetings and I have found the following recorded at our meeting in June 2007:

3 Matters Arising  not elsewhere on the Agenda

a. Congress Trophies - Sue Lane raised this issue.  It was agreed that from the next Congress, trophies will be kept by BOC after the Congress rather than being given to the winner to retain until the next Congress.  Some trophies are already retained in this way at the request of the winners.  A token, supplied by the Congress organisers, will be given to the winner to keep in perpetuity.  The Congress Subcommittee (at present Sue Lane and Anne Rutter) will be responsible for the safekeeping of the trophies and sorting out appropriate insurance.

It seems that we have an anomaly here because all trophies with the exception of the Cheltenham Cup were handed out this year, so I must request direction from this meeting about any action that the meeting wishes me to take. An important new factor is that the Hon. Secretary has created and is required to maintain a full inventory of our trophies recording current holders AND recorded location of every trophy.  Such an inventory did not exist in 2007”. 

A short discussion took place on the way forward with trophies and Malcolm Moodie suggested that trophy winners be asked to sign for the trophy agreeing to a number of conditions, i.e., Trophy must not be removed from UK, Recipient should ensure trophy is insured and Trophy to be returned 1 month prior to next Congress.

Action: Richard Baxter agreed to prepare form of agreement for trophy recipients, to be agreed by the Executive.

The latest CITES bulletin says nothing about orchids but concentrates on animal matters and the results of a DEFRA customer satisfaction questionnaire.

The list of decisions on proposals at the last CoP meeting in March mentions orchids only once, and that is merely a small amendment to the rule exempting in vitro seedlings or tissue cultures from the provisions of the convention.

One matter of increasing concern to CITES authorities is illegal trade via the internet, though what they can do about it is another matter entirely.

I will try to attend the next SUN meeting in October.  A provisional date has been set but not yet confirmed.

I wonder what effect the programme of cost saving measures introduced by the government will have.  I suspect a cost increase is inevitable and the great worry is that each increase makes it less attractive for overseas nurseries to attend our shows.  That is of course of no interest whatsoever to DEFRA.

7.2
25th BOC Congress, Hinckley Autumn 2012

Richard Flemming, Hinckley & District Orchid Society outlined plans to date for a congress at Hinckley in the autumn of 2012 (19th, 20th & 21st October 2012). The venue would be Hinckley Leisure Centre at a cost of approximately £6000. In addition to this the cost of hiring tables and chairs would be a further £800 (These figures allow for an increase in VAT to 20%).

There are a number of good hotels in the area, the Sketchley Grange Hotel being first choice for the Congress.

There are several car parks in the area and it is hoped to get parking restrictions lifted for the 3 days of the show to allow for unloading, loading and disabled parking. Unloading of plants etc, would be via a large sliding door to the main hall or via the main rear entrance. Arrangements will be made to assist with unloading etc.

Ian Parsons thanked the Hinckley & District Orchid Society for offering to host the 25th BOC Congress.

John Spires proposed approval in principle of the Hinckley plans, subject to an acceptable ‘Financial Business Plan’ being produced.
